The West greens will be verti-drain aerated (deep aeration meaning little surface disturbance i.e. no long lasting
core holes) the week commencing April 14™ and will then receive a moderate to heavy sanding to help even out the
surface after a long summer’s play.
The tees on both courses will also be verti drain aerated over the coming weeks. The shaded men’s tees have
been oversown with a Ryegrass/Fescue mix and the markers will be forward on these tees until the grass is
established.
The large Eucalypt at the 4™ and 10™ West tees which has been classified as hazardous will be removed within the
next week.
The installation of the rock retaining wall at the 8" River dam is complete and the re-instatement of the surrounds
should be completed by early next week.
