Did you know? 
A “links golf course” refers to the type of soil and terrain on which it is built. Only 92 of the golf courses in Scotland (17%) 
are true links courses, although this includes most of the historical courses. Apart from links courses, the other main types 
of Scottish golf courses are parkland (61%) and moorland (17%).  True links soil is sandy and because of the lack of its 
moisture, the grass tends to have short blades with long roots. The grass in the rough is often wispy long grass which 
makes play very difficult even in a good lie.
